
Required with Application: Proposed Plan of Study for Track 2 Applicants 

Candidates applying for the B.S./M.S. option within the M.S. in Nutrition and Dietetics program will be required to take 12-credits total of graduate-level coursework in their senior year in order to fulfill program requirements. In order to demonstrate the ability to meet these requirements, submission of a plan of study outlining senior year B.S. degree coursework with M.S. degree coursework is required. Students in the BS/MS will take Medical Nutrition Therapy (HNFE 4125 and HNFE 4126) at a graduate level (HNFE 5125G and HNFE 5126G) which will dual-count towards both the B.S. and M.S. degrees.

Instructions: 
1. Before winter break, make an appointment with your academic advisor, Ms. Stephanie Nelson, and complete all sections of the template below to outline coursework that will be completed in your senior year of academic study in conjunction with the required coursework for the M.S. in Nutrition and Dietetics program (outlined in orange). Students MUST successfully complete and graduate in the HNFE B.S. Nutrition and Dietetics on time to continue in the M.S. in Nutrition and Dietetics program.
2. Before winter break, meet with Ms. Heather Cox, DPD Director, to confirm you are on track to complete all RDN Knowledge requirements in the DPD and will complete your DPD Verification Statement requirements on time.
3. Place an “Yes” next to courses that are required to graduate with your DPD. All other courses will be assumed to be choice electives.
4. The finalized plan of study needs to be reviewed and signed by both Ms. Nelson and Ms. Cox.
5. Submit (upload) the signed final copy of your plan of study into the graduate school application system (PDF file required).
